Deconstructing Superficial Perception: Implicit
Narrative Structures in Mass Literature (Based
on the Works of G. Robbins)

The relevance of the study is linked to the dominance of "surface reading’, which reduces
the complex narratives of mass literature, and to the paradox of authorial intention un-
der the conditions of the "death of the author". The proposed method - lexico-semantic
and frequency analysis of lemmas - does not reconstruct the author’s intent but reveals
the immanent semantic organization of the text, which takes shape beyond the author’s
conscious control. The focus shifts from the plot-based core ("sex, money, power") to pe-
ripheral, low-frequency lemmas that form the deep conceptual framework of the work.
Based on the novels of Harold Robbins, it is demonstrated how peripheral lemmas expli-
cate latent philosophical and socio-critical discourses that contrast with the dominant
themes. The method holds potential for application in digital humanities and for transi-
tioning to a strategy of "deep reading".
